RECIPE

CRUSTY RIIUBARB PIE

Crust:
ll2 c. oil I tsp. salt
2 tbls. milk I tbls. sugar
I l/2 c. flour

Combine oil and milk, pour over flour,
add salt and sugar.

Mix lightly with a fork and press into the

bottom and sides ofa 9 inch pie pan. Set

aside.

Filling:
4 c. diced Rhubarb

6 tbls. flour
I l/2- 2 c. sugar

Mix together and spoon into pastry shell.

Topping:
l/4 c. butter
l/4 c. sugar
l/2 c. flour

Mix all ingredients together and sprinkle
over filling.
Bake at 450 for l0 min. reduce temp to
350 and continue baking for 40 min. or
until done.

Rhubarb may be replaced in part or
completely with sliced apples.
