Andy Loves Bicycles

Andy Goulding wasn’t always passionate about bicy-
cles. It was the love of a good woman that led him down
this path. Andy met Barbara Culp in an aerobics class. He
admired the bike shirt she was wearing and invited her on
aride. Well, you guessed it. She left him in the dust. him.
One thing led to another and Barbara and Andy were mar-
ried in 1995. Barbara is currently the executive director of
the Bicycle Alliance of Washington (bicyclealliance.org)
and Andy heads the Safe Routes to School Program in our
neighborhood. They are the dynamic duo of Madison Val-
ley cycling.

The Bicycle Alliance is a statewide non-profit organiza-
tion, which advocates for bicyclists and a bicycle-friendly
Washington. Twenty-five hundred members work to im-
prove the cycling experience. For example, they have a
full time person monitoring the hundreds of bike trails in
our state. The Alliance helped pass a state law to protect

Community Council Minutes

GMVCC Meeting October 19, 2005

Charles McDade, vice-president, called the meeting to or-
der at 7:15. A quorum was present. Introductions made.

Treasurer’ s Report: We are $625.46 in the black.

Brian Walsh, WSDOT spoke about traffic calming tech-
nigues. There was some discussion about the new cross-
walk being unhelpful and dangerous as cars whizzing by
are not heeding the pedestrians. An interest group was
formed to discuss the problems and report to the council.

Brad Shin, from the Monorail Project presented a revised
plan to reduce costs by $33 million and asked citizens to
read the voters handbook carefully and vote.

Jane Fellner, MD, School Board Candidate spoke to the
difficulties of maintaining small schools and providing ser-
vices like music and art. There are the same number of
school buildings in the district but only 50% of the students
we had 30 years ago. She wants to look at new revenue
sources. The uncertainty of job stability has many teachers
uneasy as junior teachers are fired each spring and who
then wait anxiously for a possible rehire in the summer.
She wants to retain and hire more teachers for small classes.

Spaghetti Dinner still needs volunteers.

Crime Spree: Many neighbors reported a crime wave in
the last month involving a group of very young kids. They
are casing houses by asking for work then returning to rob
the houses. One woman was robbed at 7:30 AM as she
slept upstairs. The police seem unable to help as the perpe-
trators are underage and their response time to calls is too
delayed to catch them anyway. It was decided to enhance
neighborhood block watch effectiveness by forming email
groups (see page 6 for more info), encourage police calls
at all incidents, and inviting a police representative to the
meeting to assist us. We want more police presence but are
concerned that they may not have the manpower to help us.
An email letter will be drafted and put on the email website
for us to send to the City Council. Individual neighborhood
groups will put out flyers to nearby houses inviting people
to join in the effort to control the crime. Small groups of
neighbors are forming new block watch groups.

The Meeting was adjourned at 8:45 PM.

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Around the Neighborhood

The Madison Valley Flood Victims: Barbara Lynn re-
ports that progress has been made this summer. There are
three proposals on the table for a long term “fix” to the
flooding. The solutions center around the four lot space at
29th Avenue East and East Denny that was most affected by
the flood.

1. Build a three million gallon holding tank at the site.

2. Build a pipe system that would divert water to the

Arboretum system.

3. Build a holding tank at the site and additionally

build a pipe that connects to the Arboretum
system.

The first proposal is the easiest in terms of the least dis-
ruption to the neighborhood and the least amount of time
to construct. There is also concern that permit application
for the pipe to the Arboretum system may delay the
process.

The construction is estimated to take about nine months
and should be completed by the year 2008-2009.

For the short term, the houses on the affected lots will be
demolished in the coming year of 2006. After many com-
munity meetings, the neighbors have agreed that the empty
space be converted into a multipurpose park.

Friends of Street Ends: Anita Rowe reports that the SDOT
has used broad municipal powers to close the East Mercer
Street End for “safety reasons”. The committee is question-
ing SDOT about the exact concerns.

Madison Lofts Construction: Neighbor Holly Marklyn has
contacted developer Mike McClure regarding the lack of
parking for the new building across from City Peoples Gar-
den Store. There will be spaces for residents of the building
but none allotted for the businesses at the street level.
McClure is interested in working with the community to
look at a parking solution. He will attend the November
GMVCC meeting.

Andy and Woody frequently walk along this byway.

Thanks go to Jon Martin and Jeanie Taylor at the
Parks Department Maintenance yard and to Rory Deno-
van, Head Gardener at the Arboretum. Thanks also to
Andy for another wonderful neighborhood enhancement
project.

Valley School Hurricane Relief Effort

bicyclists from unsafe passing (see accompanying article,
page 4).

Andy’s involvement with the Safe Routes to School
Program has led to an increase of his involvement at ML
King Jr. Elementary School. He has been a volunteer and
tutor at the school for over five years. Walking and bik-
ing from his home to the school he noticed how difficult
it was to navigate some streets and sidewalks. In some
cases the sidewalks were overgrown with vegetation and
in others obstacles and disrepair made the passage diffi-
cult or impossible.

The Safe Routes to Schools is a statewide traffic safety
program. There is grant money provided to schools that
apply for and are accepted into the program. Andy sees
the program as twofold.

One part of the program is the teaching of bicycle
safety. Working with the gym teacher, Andy provided
bikes and helmets to increase student skills and enthusi-
asm. Secondly, the bike routes to the schools need to be
upgraded.

To accomplish the second task, Andy organized the
Sidewalks of Madison Valley Program. Working with
stalwart volunteers, Andy helped clear vegetation from
